Basketball Rules

Boys Age 9-10, Girls Age 9-10 & Girls Age 11-12
1. High school rules will govern with the following recognized exceptions.

2. Each player must play a minimum of nine (9) minutes per game unless a team has ten or more players in such case the minimum is seven (7) minutes. Every player must sit for three (3) minutes of each game (if six (6) players or more are present).

3. Ball size is 28.5”

4. Foul shots are from the green foul line (except for the 11-12 Girls), players line up for rebounding on the black lines.

5. Lane violations are after five (5) seconds in the lane

6. Defensive players may not press the offensive players in the backcourt the first three quarters regardless of score.
7. Defensive players may press in the backcourt during the fourth quarter with the following exception: when a team has a lead of greater than ten (10) points it may not press in the backcourt, when the lead falls below ten (10) points the team may press.

8. Each quarter is six (6) minutes. There are four (4) quarters in the game. The clock is stopped at referee whistle. THE CLOCK DOES NOT RUN CONTINUOUSLY!

9. If the game is tied at the end of regulation there will be one three (3) minute overtime period.

If the game is still tied after the overtime then there will be a sudden death with five (5) players from each team shooting one (1) free throw each. The most free throws made win. If the game remains tied then each team shall select one (1) player for a sudden death shoot‐off.

PLAYOFF GAMES WILL NOT USE FREE THROWS BUT OVERTIMES UNTIL ONE TEAM WINS.

10. Referees may use discretion in how “close” they call a game but should limit overly physical play.

11. Each team has five (5) timeouts. All timeouts are full.

12. Any player or coach with two (2) technical fouls during one game is ejected from the game and is not allowed to play or enter the gym for the next scheduled game. A player or coach that is suspended for two games is suspended for the remainder of the season.

Basketball Rules

Boys Age 11‐13, Boys 14 & Up and Girls 13 & Up

1. High school rules will govern with the following recognized exceptions.

2. Each player must play a minimum of nine (9) minutes per game unless a team has ten or more players in such case the minimum is seven (7) minutes. Every player must sit for three (3) minutes of each game (if six (6) players or more are present).

3. Ball size is 28.5” for Boys Age 11‐13 and Girls 13 & Up. Ball size is 29.5” for Boys 14 & Up

4. Defensive players may not press the offensive players in the backcourt if the defensive team has a lead of greater than ten (10) points. If the lead falls below ten (10) points the defensive team that has the lead may again press so long as the lead is ten (10) points or less. A team that is losing may always press.

5. Each quarter is six (6) minutes. There are four (4) quarters in the game. The clock is stopped at referee whistle. THE CLOCK DOES NOT RUN CONTINUOUSLY!

6. If the game is tied at the end of regulation there will be one three (3) minute overtime period.

If the game is still tied after the overtime then there will be a sudden death with five (5) players from each team shooting one (1) free throw each. The most free throws made win. If the game remains tied then each team shall select one (1) player for a sudden death shoot‐off.

PLAYOFF GAMES WILL NOT USE FREE THROWS BUT OVERTIMES UNTIL ONE TEAM WINS.
